While the Bread Of Healing and the Free and Community Clinic Collaborative wants the safest, most effective, and
cutting edge drug therapies available for our patients and all patients, it cannot be ignored that sole sourced medication
can, and many times does, cause limited and unaffordable treatment options for low-income and medically underserved
patients.

Access to affordable medication is critical for individuals to combat diagnosed diseases. The high costs of many
medications make it almost impossible for the medically underserved and working poor to afford and remain compliant
with necessary medication treatment therapies. While clinics utilize Patient Assistance Programs (PAPS), and receive
donated medication through supply chain partners, there are many medications, especially the most cutting edge sole
sourced medications, that remain unavailable to our clinics and patients.

As the Committee reviews the Sovaldi Report, the Bread Of Healing and the Free and Community Clinic Collaborative
strongly encourages the broader examination of medication affordability and accessibility for all generic, branded, and
sole sourced medications. Affordable medication therapies are critical for the health and wellness of not only our
patients, but also the country as a whole, and we stand ready to work with the members of the Committee to address this
important issue.
