.iSI: There is submitted herewith report of the valuation investigation which has been

carried on in pursuance with the act of Congress. The aim of the inquiry was to find the selling

price in this country of the American article and the imported article of all of those products

that carry an ad valorem rate of duty in the tariff bill as it passed the House.
For this purpose a staff of investigators was organized, some 60 in number, and an office

force in Washington and in New York, which brought the total number of employees up to 85.

The investigators were, with few exceptions, examiners in the United States Customs Service
and experts of the United States Tariff Commission.

These men. were taken from the Government service and put on a new roll. They were

paid out of the special appropriation made for this investigation by Congress. It was necessary

to make such transfer and such new roll, ats the places of those selected had to be filled tempo-

rarily by the Customs Service and the Tariff Commission. Quarters were obtained in New York

in the U-nited States appraisers' stores and in Washington in the Interior Department Building.

My appointment as director was made on September 27, 1921, and the staff and office

force organized immediately, so that work began October 1. At the outset of the inquiry two

meetings were held in Washington, one with representatives of manufacturers, and especially

manufacturers' associations, and the other with representatives of importers and importing

associations. The purpose of the investigation was stated and the cooperation asked of both

manufacturers and importers to get at the real facts for the Committee on Finance. Such

cooperation was promised and, with very few exceptions, has been received both from domestic
and importing interests.

It was decided to take August 1, 1921, as the arbitrary elate for getting comparative prices

of the domestic and foreign product, except in the case of certain types of merchandise where
such elements as seasonal goods or other factors made it necessary to adopt a different (late.

In proceeding with the inquiry the first step was to secure samples of current importations
with all of the details, from the selling price abroad to the selling price of the importer in this

country. The information sought and obtained in connection with the imported article was on
five different points:

(1) The foreign selling price: (2) the landed cost-the cost of getting the goods to this

country, including transportation. insurance, brokerage, and such charges; (3) the amount of

duty paid ider the present tariff law: (4) tile iml)orter's overhead and profit on his landed

cost, which would he the total of the foreign cost, the landiIIg charges, an( the duty; (5) the
selling price of the importer in the American market.

There was taken as the comparal)Ie unit to the iliporter'. selling price the net factory

price of the American manufacturer. The aml)les of current importations were taken to doines-

tic manufacturers in different lines of industry in this country, who were asked for their prices

on identical or similar products. In order U) make the domestic and foreign goods fairly com-
parable, in some cases there was added or deducted a certain percentage which was determined

as fair iy the investigator. Ini a large number of cases the importers an( manufacturers agreed
absolutely a1s to the complarability of their respective products.

II Connection with a majority of the paragraphs, samples were obtained by the investi-
gators. These have been filed with the United States appraiser at New York and are available

on request..
Outside of the free list, there are 490 paragraphs in the tariff 1ill as it paiased the House.

Of these, 342 contain ad valorem duties and 148 contain either specific duties entirely or are

definitive and descriptive. Of the 342 paragraphs containing a(l valorem rates 6 were not
investigated. In Schedule I paragraphs 25 and 26 were passed.over, as permission was received
at a conference with members of the Committee on Finance t'o(mit these paragraphs, relating
to (Iyestuffs, as a special investigation had been made of this matter. Similar permission was
given to omit paragraphs 1101 and 1102, which are those relatilito raw wool. Paragraph 410
was passed by, as it is the same as paragraph 409, except that it provides for an additional 5
per cent duty when boxes and barrels and such articles contain fruit. Paragraph 1458 is the
blanket paragraph dealing with nonenumerated manufactured and unmanufactured articles,
and it was therefore determined unnecessary to make inquiry into this catchall revisionn.
There are thus 336 paragraphs of the bill as it passed the House which were the subject of this
investigation. In a numl)er of these it will be found that there were no importations, and ini a
number of other cases there was nothing found of domestic manufacture comparable to the
imported article. In the great hulk of the paragraphs, however, identical or fairly comparable
foreign and domestic products have been found and comparative selling prices obtained.

It will be appreciated, of course, by the committee that the present was a 'very unfavorable
time for the making of an in vestigation into prices l)ecause of illdustriil conditions, both here
and abroad, that are well realized and do not need telling or description. It is because of this
fact that there are lacking in so many paragraphs any record of importations.

Upon the sheets of the report there is given in connection with each investigation the
number of the investigator, and a list is inclosed giving the names of the men to correspond with
these numbers. The services of the people who did the investigation are available for further
information desired by the committee.
