Dear SExaTror Reep: Careful consideration has been given to the bill (8.
5936, 71st Cong., 3d sess.) for the relief of Frank T. Hines, transmitted by
indorsement from your office under date of January 31, 1931, with request for
the views of the War Department relative to this measure. ) ,

The proposed legislation would authorize the President to appoint Frank T.
Hines a major general in the Army of the United States and immediately there-
after place him on the retired list of the Army with the rank, pay, and allowances
of that grade. It further provides that during the period that he is occupying
civil office under the Federal Government as Administrator of Veterans’ Affairs,
or otherwise, he shall not be entitled to other pay or compensation than the

salary attached to such civil office. It is noted that the customary phrase ‘‘ By

5936 be not favorably
considered by your committee, and be not enacted into law,
If the Congress deaires to give General Hines & retired pay status, it is sug-
“gested that it m,i%}x,t be accomplished by enacting legislation as follows:
[+ “That when the Admiinistrator of Veterans' Affairs; appointed: to hold his
office during gpod behavior; has, or shall have, completed at léast thirty: years of
- Government service in any or i il of the capacities of Administrator of Veterans'
Affairs, Director of the United States Veterdans’ Bureau, officer or enlisted man in
the ‘Regular Army, Navy, or Marine’ Corps, at least ten ‘years of which' service
shall have been in the capacity of Administrator of Veterans’ Afiairsoras Director
of the Veterans’ Bureau or both, he shall, uﬁon the relinquishment of his present
office in good standing, thereafter during the residue-of his natural life, receive
fifty per cent of the salary which is now authorized by law for the office of Admin-
istrator of Veterans' Affairs.””” ' S
. The enactment of such legislation would furnish a generous reward for General
Hines, his retired pay would equal that of. a retired major general of the Army,
and his reward would come from the Veterans’ Administration, wherein it has
been earned.
