Gentlemen:

Under Section 418(b) of the Homeland Security Act of2002 (the "Act"), Title IV,
Subtitle B, Public L. No. 107-296, 116 Stat. 2135 (November 24, 2002), the Secretary of
the Treasury is directed to report to your Committees any proposed conforming
amendments to determine the appropriate allocation of legal authorities described under
section 412(a)(2) ofthe Act. The Secretary of the Treasury is also directed to identify
those authorities vested in the Secretary ofthe Treasury that are exercised by the
Commissioner of Customs on or before the effective date of this section. This report is
due not later than 60 days after the date of enactment ofthe Act and is provided by this
letter.

Treasury has identified no conforming amendments needed to determine the
appropriate allocation oflegal authorities described under section 412(a) (2) of the Act.
Under section 412(a)(1), authority related to Customs revenue functions that was vested
in the Secretary ofthe Treasury by law before the effective date ofthis Act under those
provisions oflaw set forth in section 412(a)(2), shall not be transferred to the Secretary of
Homeland Security by reason of this Act. Rather, on and after the efkctive date of this
Act, the law provides that the Secretary of the Treasury may, at his discretion, delegate
any such authority to the Secretary of Homeland Security and that the Secretary of the .

Treasury shall consult with the Secretary of Homeland Security regarding the exercise of
any authority not so delegated. Based on our review, we have identified no barriers to th

iappropriate allocation oflegal authorities described under section 412(a) (2). As we
work with the Department of Homeland Security and others to implement the Act, we
will notify you promptly if we determine that currently unforeseen legal barriers pose a
problem that require a legislative solution.
